The boat is located Next to Island Packers at 1691 Spinnaker Dr.  G - Dock 

  

 From the North:  
Take the Seaward Avenue Exit. Turn left at exit signal which puts you on Harbor Blvd continue another 5 signal lights then turn right on Spinnaker Drive 
into the Harbor . . .  
continue PAST the old Peace Dive Boat location,  go past all the Ventura Harbor Village shops and restaurants. Continue past the grassy area and past the 
3rd Ventura Harbor Village Sign. Take the 2nd entrance into the parking lot after the Ventura Harbor Village sign. Look for a sign that reads "Island 
Tours". Turn right into the parking lot and continue until you get to the Island Packers Building, make a right turn at the building to the 3rd parking lane. 
Peace Dive Boat Dock, Dock G is down this lane.  
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Sept. Speaker Craig Gelpi 
Craig Gelpi is the vice-president and chief scientist of 

the Catalina Marine Society.  Craig was active in the ad-
ministration of the internet dive club, the Sandeaters and 
was also an AAUS-certified diver at the Wrigley Institute of 
Environmental Studies (WIES) on Santa Catalina Island. 
His current ocean interest include understanding the cur-
rents, mixing and nutrient transport found in the South-
ern California Bight, and how the presence of islands, 
such as Catalina, affect marine life. 

Craig will talk about the formation and activities of 
the Catalina Marine Society. 
The CMS is dedicated to ma-
rine research of all types in 
our local ocean with the re-
quired resources being pro-
vided by our members and 
volunteers. Although newly 
formed, the CMS continues a 
tradition of ocean-lovers, espe-
cially divers, contributing to 
our understanding of this fan-
tastic environment. Ongoing and proposed projects will be 
presented and their significance to local divers and Cata-
lina Island will be highlighted.

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 A vast underwater world lives in the rocky reefs that stretch off California's 11-
hundred miles of shoreline. 
 For the last two years dive teams have been collecting data on the quality of life 
at those reefs. 

 Long-time diver Claudette Dorsey says every time she goes 
underwaterέA group of California 
divers is helping save Californiaôs reefs. 

 she counts and measures 100 different 
species of invertebrates, seaweed and 
fish.   But Dorsey isnôt a scientist, or 
even a government worker.  Sheôs a 
sport-diver who also volunteers with  
"Reef Check California" - a non-profit 
agency established to protect and con-
serve California's unique rocky reef 
ecosystems. 

 Reef Checkôs program manager Fiona 
Nagle says the organizationôs goal was, 
ñto scientifically train local divers on 
how to monitor their local reefs, which hadn't been done before."  Nagle says 
California's 300-thousand divers have become a ready source of citizen scientists 
who are helping to document the effects of over-fishing, pollution and tempera-
ture changes in those fragile environments. 
 Nagle says she calls them citizen scientists because, ñthey are trained in scientific 
methodology that is sound and rigorous and scientifically robust." 

 The training includes learning how to recognize every organism that's part of a 
reef's ecosystem.,  then learning how to take accurate counts and measurements 
of what they see. 

 The data the citizen scientists collect will be used to help in-
form the people who make decisions and policy on managing 
marine areas for the short and long-term. 

 Since the program began in 2006, the citizen scientists have 
surveyed 48 reef sites from Mendocino to San Diego. 
 Their ocean lab will increase this year by 12 sites, stretching up 
the coast to Eureka.

The Whalers at San Miguel ï NOT 

 

Three Whalers -- Dalia, Greg and Rick -- attempted once again to get to San Miguel for a two day on The Peace, 
but, as typical for Miguel, Mother Nature was not cooperative; 25 knot winds in the channel. But all was not 
lost. We went to Santa Barbara Island, leaving Ventura about 2:30 AM Friday morning, and then to the back-
side of Santa Cruz. 

 

Winds limited us to just a few spots at SBI, but we made the best of it. Four dives at Rookery Wall, Sutil Wall 
and Cat Canyon and Arch Point. Water was about 62Á with 40ô viz and lots of sea lions.  Night time was 
COLD ï only three divers made the night dive while the rest of us stayed on deck watching the sea lions get an 
easy dinner of knocked out flying fish hitting the boat. 

 

We left about 2AM for the backside of Santa Cruz. Not too bad a ride, and when we arrived, flat seas, no wind, 
minimal current or surge, and a beautiful clear day. I showed 66Á waters, 50ô+ viz and four great dives at Deep 
Fenceline, Drop Off Reef, Deep Sandstone and Flame Reef. 

Not too bad of a trip back home ï Captain Kevin warned us to expect a nasty ride -- arriving to the harbor 
about 6:30 Saturday evening. 

 

As always, the crew of the Peace provided their usual excellent service and fantastic dining. We had a very di-
verse group of 27 divers; hunters, photogs, lookey-loos; groups from Brazil and from Montreal; and  folks who 
have never been on The Peace trying to compare the Peace excellent dining to typical boats, complaining about 
gaining weight on a dive trip.
